ETHNO WORLD 7 consists of two libraries: "ETHNO
WORLD 7 Instruments" and "ETHNO WORLD 7
Voices".

ETHNO WORLD 7 contains all sounds from previous
versions, categorized into "Bowed Instruments",
"Stringed Instruments", "Woodwind & Brass", "Key
Instruments", "World Drums", "World Percussion",
"Gongs, Bells & Metals", "Gamelan Orchestra", and
"Voices".

ETHNO WORLD 7 offers an incredible spectrum of
instruments and voices from various regions of Asia,
Africa, Europe, North and South America. Here you

will find the perfect instruments and vocal recordings
for folkloric, ethnic, as well as modern music.

Never before has there been such a comprehensive and
high-quality library of ethnic instruments and voices.
Award-winning film composer Marcel Barsotti (The
Miracle of Bern, Pope Joan) has gathered a gigantic
selection of instruments from around the globe and
additionally recorded a vast selection of solo voices and
choirs from different cultures. ETHNO WORLD 7 is
the culmination of a library continuously expanded and
improved over 25 years. In this seventh edition, 62 new
instruments and voices have been added, totalling
approximately 20 gigabytes of new content. ETHNO
WORLD 7 sets new standards for the musical use of
ethnic instruments and voices.

ETHNO WORLD 7 now contains a total of 382
instruments and voices in approximately 1000 patches.
Instruments have been recorded using various playing
techniques accessible easily and precisely through
KeySwitches. The library comprises a total of about 53
gigabytes of sample data (uncompressed), including
approximately 20 gigabytes of newly added samples,
and approximately 44,700 samples in 24-bit/44.1 kHz.

Over 94 musicians and singers from around the world
participated in recordings directed by producer Andreas
Hofner, using high-end equipment such as Neumann
and Brauner microphones, SPL preamps, and RME
converters.

ETHNO WORLD 7 uses the free Kontakt Player from
Native Instruments as its sample engine and can also be
used with the full version of Kontakt. Hundreds of new
preview files were created for the new version,
allowing rapid sound selection. ETHNO WORLD 7
supports Native Kontrol Standard (NKS), enhancing
interaction with NI Komplete Kontrol keyboards and
Maschine.

Thanks to the integrated convolution reverb, all
instruments and voices sound exceptionally realistic and
natural. Solo instruments offer a high-quality legato
mode. The Humanize mode slightly alters each note’s
timbre. ETHNO WORLD 7's expanded microtuning
enables the use of multiple ethnic scales. High-quality
filters, LFOs, tuning, automation, harmonization, and
other effects allow efficient editing and manipulation of
sounds, creating new sonic landscapes suitable for
modern music genres and film production.

A unique feature of ETHNO WORLD 7 is the
integrated INFO Page accessible from each patch.
Under the menu "INFO", you have access to photos of
the instruments and detailed information on original
playing techniques, tunings, origins, and variations. It
also includes tips on realistically playing each
instrument using KeySwitches.

ETHNO WORLD 7 is ideal for film and TV
productions requiring authentic sounds from specific
world regions. The instruments and voices can also be
integrated into music productions across genres—from
pop to ambient to dance.

NEW IN ETHNO WORLD 7:
Stringed Instruments

A professional Indian sitar, played by master sitar
player Deobrat Mishra, with numerous phrases and
licks in various scales and tempos. Also included are
newly and elaborately sampled versions of the Turkish
oud, saz, and tanbur, as well as the rubab from
Afghanistan. A playable Martin western guitar with
additional slide guitar licks, a Chinese pipa, a Japanese
shamisen, and three fantastic Andean harps from
Ecuador are also featured. Not to mention the authentic
gypsy (Django) guitar with many solo licks and rhythm
loops, the Japanese Nagoya harp, and the new West
African kora. The small monochord and the Indian
tumbi—each with rhythmic loops—as well as the
Arabic oud licks add even more new colors to Ethno
World.

In addition to the partly meditative sounds of the sitar,
there are also new phrases in a similar style performed
on the erhu and hulusi. Pads, loops, and small backing
tracks in the lower keyboard range often help place the
phrases in a musical context and get inspired.

Bowed Instruments

Klezmer violin and Moroccan violin are two new
playable violins, each with corresponding licks. Like
the Moroccan ribab, they are paired with matching
clarinets in the same musical styles. A new version of
the erhu, the Han erhu, comes with beautiful phrases
and melodies. The Arabic maqam phrases offer an
immersive glimpse into the musical world of the
Middle East.

Gongs, Bells & Metals

New additions include two difterent, top-quality
handpans, which invite creative playing with their
combinable loops. A pair of highly detailed,
professionally sampled steel drums bring Caribbean
flair, while two masterclass metallophones and a large
glockenspiel offer dynamic playability and versatile
use. Also featured: tuned gongs from Thailand, a
collection of finely recorded bells from Cambodia, and
two different tongue drums, both perfect for melodic

playing.
Woodwinds & Brass

New in this category are the nagaswaram, a deep-
sounding Indian double-reed instrument, and the toyo, a
massive panpipe from Peru. Existing instruments were
also re-recorded with more expressive playing
techniques. The new tin whistle flute and low whistle
flute now offer even more authentic performances.
Additionally, the klezmer clarinet and Moroccan
clarinet are playable and come with matching licks.
These styles are also reflected in the construction Kkits.

World Percussion & World Drums

To complement the Indian instruments, various drums
and percussion recorded in India have been added,
including tablas, ghatam, kanjira, and mridangam—with
a special highlight being the Indian vocal percussion
konnakol, offered in various loops and combinations.
From Morocco and the Maghreb come the Maghreb
congas, Moroccan darbuka, Moroccan cajon, Moroccan
karkaba, and handclaps.



Voices

New vocal recordings include Indian male vocals,
sung by Deobrat Mishra, rhythmic Indian konnakol,
and voices from Morocco by Aziz, Mohammed,
Hassan, and Giulia.

ETHNO WORLD 6 AND BEFORE:

For ETHNO WORLD 6, a wide range of special
instruments was recorded.

Among them is the brand-new “Gamelan” category,
featuring two different Gamelan orchestras from Bali
and Java, available in Slendro, Pelog, and international
tunings, recorded at the Munich City Museum. This
includes more than 25 instruments, such as Calung,
Jegogan, Bonang, Demung, Gambang, Gender,
Kalung, Kethuk, and Kempiang. These are
complemented by a Balinese singer with harmonically
matching vocals, a typical Suling flute, and the Siter
harp. ETHNO WORLD thus offers a comprehensive
collection of orchestral Gamelan instruments from
Indonesia.

Almost all categories from the previous version were
expanded or reworked in Ethno World 6. Newly
recorded instruments include a new mandolin with
multiple playing styles, and a fantastic banjo
programmed with countless articulations and licks,
played by Germany’s most renowned banjo player,
Riidiger Helbig. Other additions include a concertina,
an autoharp, a Japanese koto, a South American
charango, an Indian bansuri flute, a bass quenacho,
and a Native American flute, as well as additional
styles for the Launeddas, Mancosedda, Dvojacka, and
the Irish transverse flute.

Also worth mentioning are some unique sounds like a
two-meter-wide gong from Paiste, several new
percussion instruments, and a waterphone.

ETHNO WORLD also contains an entirely new Alpine
folk music ensemble, including plucked instruments,
brass instruments, and both male and female yodelers.
Here you’ll find instruments like the Styrian
accordion, a nylon-string concert guitar, zither,
hammered dulcimer, Raffele, alphorn, flugelhorn,
trumpet, trombone, tuba, violin, and two clarinets. And
of course, the acoustic bass is included.

For historical settings such as historic dramas and
fantasy films, ETHNO WORLD provides a large
selection of medieval instruments, including a hurdy-
gurdy, Renaissance lute, fiddle, doucaine, shawm,
bowed psaltery, harmonium, and a shruti box—in
short: all the instruments you need for songs about fire
and ice.

ETHNO WORLD offers comprehensive solo vocals,
phrases, and choirs from Cameroon, Guinea, China,
Iran, Turkey, Bulgaria, North Africa, Spain, and
Ukraine. These voices and choirs are further enhanced
by new recordings from Africa, the Arab world,
Jamaica, and India. For example, Algerian Rai singer
Houari is not only perfect for creating an authentic
atmosphere, but also highly suitable for use in EDM
and hip-hop. Equally unique are the Mongolian
overtone chants, voices of Chinese opera, as well as
Arabic, Indian, and African choirs and solo vocals, and
Native American chants.

This results in a versatile selection of voices suitable
for film scores, ethnic or traditional music, and also for
modern music productions.

PRODUCER BIOGRAPHIES

Marcel Barsotti

Strings, drums and percussion, flutes and keyboard
instruments

Marcel Barsotti, born in 1963 in Lucerne, Switzerland,
has long been one of Germany's most successful film
composers. Following composition studies with
composer and conductor George Byrd, he studied
composition, piano, and clarinet at the Richard Strauss
Conservatory in Munich and then underwent training in
popular music under Harold Faltermeyer.

In addition to scoring more than 90 films for cinema
and television—including the award-winning production
"Pope Joan"—as well as commercials, numerous record
and DVD releases, and various pop albums, Marcel
Barsotti is actively involved with music festivals and
film academies, delivering lectures and workshops. In
2002, Marcel Barsotti released the first comprehensive
ethnic instrument sound library "Ethno World," which
has since been widely used by film composers and
musicians worldwide.

Barsotti has received several prestigious film music
awards, including the German Record Critics' Award
for "Pope Joan," the main prize in gold at the Park City
Film Music Festival in Utah for "Pope Joan," and the
German Designer Award. He has been nominated three
times for the German Television Award, once for the
Academy of Television Award, once for the German
Film Critics' Award, and also received a nomination for

Score of the Year 2009, again for "Pope Joan." Marcel
Barsotti has collaborated with renowned directors and
producers such as Sonke Wortmann, Guinter Rohrbach,
Caroline Link, Luc Besson's production team, Eberhard
Junkersdorf, and Hark Bohm.

His major successes include film scores for "Pope
Joan," "The Miracle of Bern," and "Germany: A
Summer's Fairytale." Additionally, Barsotti composed
music for films such as "Sea Wolf," "Dolphins," "The
Bible Code," "Where is Fred?," "The Treasure of the
White Falcons," "Kebab Connection," "The Midwife,"
and "Jesus Loves Me." He has been actively involved
with the German Film Academy and the Academy for
Television for many years and is a member of the
executive committee of the German Film Composers
Union. Some of his works have been performed in
concert, including by the NDR Radiophilharmonie and
the Bavarian Radio Orchestra. In 2015, a retrospective
of his work was featured at the Braunschweig
International Film Festival, where two of his works,
"Pope Joan" and "Dolphins," premiered as film
concerts.

The Son of Pandit Shivnath Mishra, a legend of
Sitar from this Gharana, has an energetic and
innovative playing style, with typical features like
selectivity, melody, and rhythmic complexity.

Sandro Hussel's
main workshop is the Woodstage Studio in Zurich, an
insider tip for creative sound production that combines
natural sound sources and digital technology in perfect
harmony. In addition to his own projects, he also works
with artists such as Lee "Scratch" Perry and Betty
Legler and is also available for commercial and film
music projects.

EGSCHIGLEN ("beautiful melody") is an ensemble for
modern and traditional music and dance from
Mongolia, founded in 1991 by master students of the
Ulan Bator Conservatory. Four founding members still
form the core of the group. From the beginning, they
have combined contemporary Mongolian music with
traditional instruments and Central Asian vocal
techniques to expand their unique sound.

Tume (Tumenbayar Migdorj) and Tumru (Tumursaihan
Yanlav) sing and play the Morin Khuur, the traditional
horse-headed fiddle. Uugan (Uuganbaatar Tsend-Ochir)
plays bass, while soloist Amra (Amartuwshin
Baasandorj) performs Khoomii overtone singing and
plays the tobshuur, a swan-necked lute. Sara (Sarangel
Tserevsamba) adds virtuosity on the dulcimer and lends
the ensemble its female voice.

EGSCHIGLEN’s music is rich in expression, blending
deep tradition with modern creativity. Their Khoomii
singing—simultaneously producing low and high
notes—astonishes audiences and reflects a musical
language that transcends cultural boundaries, bringing
the spirit of Mongolia to the world.
