Adjust the volume of the selected slot
4 ATTACK: 
Adjust the attack of the selected slot. You can 
define a value to be default for the selected 
element by clicking “default”. I.E. If you 
loaded “men” and adjust the attack value to 
70 ms, simply click default to have the attack 
value being set to 70ms every time you load

 5 SPEED:

If the lock is activated, word progression will 
be stopped so you can easily adjust all para-
meters of a selected slot.

OTHERS
8 WORD/SYLLABLES: 
Displays a menu to load a word, syllable or 
vowel into the selected Arranger slot.

Using these keyswitches it is now possible to change the real-legato vowel 
during playing, independent of the previously played word. You can control the 
Manual Vowels directly via the keyswitches, as well as via your NKS capable hardware.

Eduardo Tarilonte:
Recording a gregorian choir, has been a long awaited dream coming true since I started developing 
sample libraries in 2006. What could look like an easy task is totally the opposite. Finding a true 
gregorian choir is something hard to accomplish since there are not so many of them and just  
a few ones are really good. 
Gregorian music has its own nuances, it is not just another choir, you cannot get the real feeling 
with a regular choir pretending to sing Gregorian. If you don‘t capture all those details, if you  
don‘t really love Gregorian music, you won‘t be able to get that true sound. That sound which is  
so special, that touches your soul and transports you to the middle ages, to those lost abbeys cover-
ed by mist, the sound of the ancient bells pealing to pray. All those lost secrets, all that magic are 
contained in this library.
I decided to record Cantus in a dry enviroment for many reasons: Gregorian music and reverb are 
good partners, so I didn‘t want to tie the recordings to any special room sound. There are so many 
impressive reverbs out there, that I have chosen that way, to allow you complete control, to adjust 
the reverb sound to your own taste. The recording was carefully done with 8 Neumann microphones 
and mixed to get that true monks sound. I wanted you to feel the cold breath from the mouth of the 
monks singing in those cold monasteries, just in your face while playing the library. 
Don‘t want to forget to say thank you to the Schola Gregoriana Hispana, an amazing gregorian en-
semble with more than 25 years of experience and especially to his conductor Francisco Javier Lara 
who conducted for years to the Monks of Silos, internationally famous through the album „Chant“.
This library is a dream for me, and like in every library I make, there is a lot of love in it.  
I hope you feel the same goosebumps I feel.  Enjoy your journey to those mysterious  
ancient days of the lost abbeys.
