CONCERT 
ACCORDION: 

 A wonderful Pigini concert 
accordion with 15 registers. 
Includes left hand basses.

BASS ACCORDION:

 A deep bass accordion 
intended to play low registers 
in the accordion orchestra.

FOLK ACCORDION:
 A Mengascini accordion 
perfect for folk music 

with 5 registers. 
Includes left hand basses.



THE INTERFACE

In some Accordions 2 instruments you will find 
2 different interfaces. Right hand (melodic) and left 

hand (basses and rhythms)

MAIN GUI
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1. REGISTERS: you can select a combination of reeds.

2. BELLOWS VOLUME: pressure and volume of the bellows. you can 
change the control type using the buttons under the wheel - choose 
between velocity and pressure (mod wheel).

3. REEDS: registers are a combination of reeds. 
   here you can change the volume of every reed to get
   t   the sound you are looking for.

4. NOISES: key noises and release noise volume

5. REVERB: changing the room-type and volume

6. BELLOW SHAKE INTENSITY: changes the strength of the bellow shake

7. BELLOW SHAKE SPEED: Changes the speed  of the bellow movement

8. REGISTER KEYSWITCHES: switch registers with the green keys  



Bandoneon Controls:

Sforzato: On/Off and volume control for the typical 
bandoneon articulation.

Threshold: Adjust the volume of the sforzato and set the 
velocity threshold to trigger it.

Folk Melodeon Controls:

NNatural Release: Turn on/off and set the volume of the 
natural release of the instrument.

ACCORDION BASSES

Playable Basses, Chords & Auto Rhythm

Accordion, Folk Accordion, Concert Accordion, and 
Steirisch Accordion feature playable basses (left hand) and 

chords. The basses are primarily intended for 
rhythm patterns, while chords provide harmonic support.

ThThese instruments feature an Auto Rhythm function, 
offering 14 traditional patterns to effortlessly create 

authentic rhythmic accompaniments.

- Rhythm On/Off: Activate or deactivate auto rhythm         
- Latch On/Off: Rhythm keeps playing after key release.
- Rhythm Selector: Choose from multiple preset rhythms 
- Note Length: Adjust bass and chord lengths.
